IN 2["6, Colorado jumped from fifth to second place in the national ranking of top states
in the country for LEED green buiding. The Colorado Real Estate Journal reports that Colerade
has a total of 92 LEED-cerified projacts.

LEED stands for Leadarship in Enargy and Enwironmental Design. Currently, it's the most
widely usad grean building rating system in the world. Generally speaking, LEED-certified build-
ings, be them residential, commercial or industrial, focus on using matarials that save energy,

wiatar and other natural resources. According to the U.S. Green Building Council, LEED projects
ara rasponsible for diverting over 80 million tons of waste from landfills.
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
